Acts 1:8

8 But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be
my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the
earth.”

Acts 2:22-24
22 “Fellow Israelites, listen to this: Jesus of Nazareth was a man accredited by God
to you by miracles, wonders and signs, which God did among you through him, as
you yourselves know. 2 This man was handed over to you by God'’s deliberate plan
and foreknowledge; and you, with the help of wicked men, put him to death by
nailing him to the cross. 2*But God raised him from the dead, freeing him from the

agony of death, because it was impossible for death to keep its hold on him.

Matthew 27:19-26

Y'\While Pilate was sitting on the judge’s seat, his wife sent him this message:
“Don’t have anything to do with that innocent man, for I have suffered a great
deal today in a dream because of him.”

20 But the chief priests and the elders persuaded the crowd to ask for Barabbas and
to have Jesus executed.

2L “Which of the two do you want me to release to you? " asked the governor.
“Barabbas,” they answered.

22 “What shall I do, then, with Jesus who is called the Messiah?” Pilate asked.
They all answered, “Crucify him!”

23 “Why? What crime has he committed?”’ asked Pilate.

But they shouted all the louder, “Crucify him!”

24\When Pilate saw that he was getting nowhere, but that instead an uproar was
starting, he took water and washed his hands in front of the crowd. “I am innocent
of this man’s blood,” he said. “It is your responsibility!”

25 All the people answered, “His blood is on us and on our children!”

26 Then he released Barabbas to them. But he had Jesus flogged, and handed him
over to be crucified.

Providence: The foreseeing care and guidance of God; a manifestation of divine
care or direction.



Free will: Is NOT in conflict with God’s providence, but actually part of it.

28 Later, knowing that everything had now been finished, and so that Scripture
would be fulfilled, Jesus said, “I am thirsty.” ?° A jar of wine vinegar was there, so
they soaked a sponge in it, put the sponge on a stalk of the hyssop plant, and lifted
it to Jesus’ lips. *°*When he had received the drink, Jesus said, “It is finished.”
With that, he bowed his head and gave up his spirit.
