Acts 2:42-47 
42 They devoted themselves to the apostles’ teaching and to fellowship, to the 

breaking of bread and to prayer. 43 Everyone was filled with awe at the many 

wonders and signs performed by the apostles. 44 All the believers were together and 

had everything in common. 45 They sold property and possessions to give to anyone 

who had need. 46 Every day they continued to meet together in the temple courts. 

They broke bread in their homes and ate together with glad and sincere hearts, 47 

praising God and enjoying the favor of all the people. And the Lord added to their 

number daily those who were being saved.

Jeremiah 2:13  
13 “My people have committed two sins: 

They have forsaken me, 

    the spring of living water, 

and have dug their own cisterns, 

    broken cisterns that cannot hold water. 

 

Revelation 2:2-5 
2 I know your deeds, your hard work and your perseverance. I know that you 

cannot tolerate wicked people, that you have tested those who claim to be apostles 

but are not, and have found them false. 3 You have persevered and have endured 

hardships for my name, and have not grown weary. 
4 Yet I hold this against you: You have forsaken the love you had at first. 5 Consider 

how far you have fallen! Repent and do the things you did at first. If you do not 

repent, I will come to you and remove your lampstand from its place. 
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Hebrews 10:19-25 
19 Therefore, brothers and sisters, since we have confidence to enter the Most Holy 

Place by the blood of Jesus, 20 by a new and living way opened for us through the 

curtain, that is, his body, 21 and since we have a great priest over the house of God, 
22 let us draw near to God with a sincere heart and with the full assurance that 

faith brings, having our hearts sprinkled to cleanse us from a guilty conscience 

and having our bodies washed with pure water. 23 Let us hold unswervingly to the 

hope we profess, for he who promised is faithful. 24 And let us consider how we 

may spur one another on toward love and good deeds, 25 not giving up meeting 

together, as some are in the habit of doing, but encouraging one another—and all 

the more as you see the Day approaching.
