If we want to see breakthrough in our lives, we must stop doubting and believe!

Stop doubting and believe.
You can’t act in belief if you are doubting — and if you are acting in belief, there can’t be doubt.

James 1:6-8

6 But when you ask, you must believe and not doubt, because the one who doubts is like a wave of the
sea, blown and tossed by the wind. ” That person should not expect to receive anything from the

Lord. 8Such a person is double-minded and unstable in all they do.

God doesn’t reward unbelief.

We often struggle with unbelief because we have short memories.
We struggle with unbelief when we forget our heritage.

Isaiah 54:17
17" no weapon forged against you will prevail,
and you will refute every tongue that accuses you.
This is the heritage of the servants of the LORD,
and this is their vindication from me,”
declares the LORD.

We struggle with unbelief when we forget the power we have.
We don’t fight like the world.

2 Corinthians 10:3-5

3 For though we live in the world, we do not wage war as the world does. * The weapons we fight with are
not the weapons of the world. On the contrary, they have divine power to demolish strongholds. > We
demolish arguments and every pretension that sets itself up against the knowledge of God, and we take
captive every thought to make it obedient to Christ.

We are fighting with weapons that guarantee victory!

One of the biggest areas of stronghold for a believer is in our minds!
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Argument: An exchange of opposing views

Pretension: Laying of a claim to something
We will act in accordance with how we see ourselves!

Proverbs 23:7
7 For as he thinks in his heart, so is he...

Matthew 12:34
34 ...For out of the abundance of the heart the mouth speaks.

We must challenge our self-talk.
What we think about becomes what we speak, what we do, and who we are -

and ultimately, our legacy

Proverbs 4:23
23 Above all else, guard your heart,
for everything you do flows from it

Philippians 4:8

8 Finally, brothers and sisters, whatever is true, whatever is noble, whatever is right, whatever is pure,
whatever is lovely, whatever is admirable—if anything is excellent or praiseworthy—think about such
things.

The truth is in the Word of God.
