It’s OK to admit I’'m not OK.
It’s OK to ask God for complete healing!
It’s OK to keep asking until the healing happens!

God is about to bring a great awakening and revival, and He needs us in position for it!
Our brokenness gets us out of position.

We need to stop excusing our brokenness. It’s time to cut its head off. Without a head, it
has no voice!

Isaiah 1:18
18 “Come now, let us settle the matter,”
says the LORD.
“Though your sins are like scarlet,
they shall be as white as snow;
though they are red as crimson,
they shall be like wool.

God not only wants to remove the sin and brokenness in our lives, but He wants to remove
the indelible stain they left!

Indelible: not able to be forgotten or removed.
We not only feel like we’ve done something wrong — we feel like we are wrong.
Satan is our enemy, and he is out to steal, kill, and destroy.
John 10:10
10 The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy; | have come that they may have life, and

have it to the full.

In case of fire, break glass!
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Our glass ceiling needs to be shattered in the name of Jesus!
Healing begins when we shatter the barriers put in place by our brokenness.

When we hold on to past hurts, we are letting our past predict our future.
Forgiveness is about giving up our expectation of a better past.
We must overcome the barriers that hold us in place.
I am the one who constructed my glass ceiling.
Our weapons have divine nature.
2 Corinthians 10:3-5
3 For though we live in the world, we do not wage war as the world does. * The weapons we fight
with are not the weapons of the world. On the contrary, they have divine power to demolish
strongholds. > We demolish arguments and every pretension that sets itself up against the
knowledge of God, and we take captive every thought to make it obedient to Christ.
God has given me weapons with divine power.
If you can’t imagine Jesus saying the words you are listening to, reject them.
Renounce the lie.
Proverbs 28:13
13 Whoever conceals their sins does not prosper,
but the one who confesses and renounces them finds mercy.
Confess: to agree with.
Confess to God the lie you have believed.

Confess the stronghold you have allowed this lie to build in your heart.

Healing begins when we break ties with our brokenness.
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Renounce: Formally declare one's abandonment of something, to reject or stop using or
consuming.

Put it under the blood of Jesus.
Replace its lie with the truth of God’s Word.
Stop repeating the lie.
Revelation 12:11
11 They triumphed over him
by the blood of the Lamb
and by the word of their testimony
Every time we speak the truth instead of the lie, we overcome.
